The tax collector, on the other hand,
was standing far off and prayed to
God with his head bowed down,

asking God to have mercy on him.

He knew that he was a sinner and that
1% he needed God's help. Do you think
that God was pleased with the tax collector's prayer?

Being humble i1sn't a sad or bad thing. It means
knowing that all the good things we have and do come
from God. Being humble also lets us be sorry for the
selfish things we have done, because it lets us admit
that it was our own fault and God can help us overcome
our selfishness.
